Specific Responsibilities

Be available for 5 hours of remote pre-camp planning in May and June

Participate in Staff Week June 17-21, 2024

Actively participate in staff trainings and meetings

Assist in conducting initial and end-of-season inventory

Set up arts and crafts pavilion prior to camp during staff week

Monitor the check-out and return system for craft supplies and requisitions

Prepare lesson plans a week in advance and review with the Creative Arts Coordinator to ensure
materials needed are available, aspirational arcs are being set, and activities are age appropriate
Implement creative weekly lesson plans by unit and age group for Arts and Crafts that are
infused with the Jewish value (middah) of the week

Responsible for daily organization and storage of Arts and Crafts equipment and materials
Prepare for and lead week-long chugim (club) for 37-8"" grade campers throughout the summer
Assist with large group programming during rainy days, schedule changes, and all camp events
Assist in packing all materials and supplies at end of season

Must attend and plan for at least one after camp extra programming (late stay or overnight) —
additional compensation provided

Be a positive, contributing member of the specialist team

Additional Responsibilities

Set a good example for campers including cleanliness, punctuality, sharing cleanup and chores,
and sportsmanship

Follow camp rules and regulations
