Prepare lesson plans a week in advance and review with the Creative Arts Coordinator to ensure
materials needed are available, aspirational arcs are being set, and activities are age appropriate
Implement creative weekly lesson plans by unit and age group for Culinary Arts that are infused
with the Jewish value (middah) of the week

Lead campers in daily healthy, kosher style cooking programming in a fully equipped teaching
kitchen

Help to create a virtual “J&R Cookbook” with recipes that campers cook throughout the summer
Prepare for and lead week-long chugim (club) for 37-8" grade campers throughout the summer
Be responsible for daily opening and closing procedures in the kitchen space
